
Selected Poems By John Donne Selected poems ii 1976 1986 {site_link} Considered by many
critics the foremost English metaphysical poet John Donne (1572–1631) earned renown for both
sacred and secular verse his love poems in the latter genre ranking among his most original and
popular works.
