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The four key factors prohibiting democratic transition have been identified as:1)international
(Western) support for regimes' coercive apparatuses and also for the authoritarian regimes in
general2)hydrocarbon (a political science term for OIL) and aid-based rents creating the rentier
state (reduces accountability of regimes)3)the level of state intervention in the economy4)the
presence of powerful undemocratic (often Islamic) opposition groups instilling fear on behalf of
many parties in what a democratic transition could engender - i. Authoritarianism In The Middle
